Mixed Choir and Mandolin Orchestra of Petaludes City
The Choir was founded in 2002 under the name Mixed Choir of Petaludes.It currently consists of 40 choristers. The last
two years has been enriched with the mandolin orchestra and has a twenty member Variety Music Orchestra. It is active
in Greece and abroad since its establishment until today. It participates in events in Rhodes supporting local festivals. It
represented the City of Petaludes and the Municipality of Rhodes at the Enthronement of the Reverend Gennadios in
Malta. It sang in the Concert Hall of Thessaloniki the Mikis Theodorakis’ "AXION ESTI" in honor of Manolis Glezos
and Apostolos Santas with accompaniment of a symphony orchestra in Sofia. It organized the 18th National Conference
Choir involving 300 choristers and 170 Conductors from Greece and Cyprus, and 2017 is going to organize the 22th
PA.SY.CHO. It gave concerts in Fetige Turkey in Cyprus, Malta, Kos honoring Anna Karabesinis, Kalymnos, Farsala,
Thessaloniki and where asked. It has organized events to charity which resulted in the collection of material for Rhodes
General Hospital (syringes, gloves, gauze, butterflies, etc.). The last three years it participates in the Organ and Music
Festival of St. Francis of Assisi Rhodes — Terra Sancta. The last year it organized the 3rd Choir Festival in order to
collect food, clothing and bedding to the Foundation San Andreas which participated DEH choir which covered much
of the deficiencies in children's linen.
It participated honorary On April 6th in event co-organized by The South Aegean Region, the City of Rhodes, Rhodes
Federation of Cultural Associations and the Cultural Association Fainareti Kos to Rhodes Municipal Theatre in honor
of the priestess of our Traditional music Anna Sarri Karabesinis. In these difficult times the choir and mandolin
continues tirelessly to promote culture and the culture of the place joining us financially and spiritually in every cultural
and humanitarian need of our island.
On October 12, 2016 the choir has competed in the International Choir Festival of Corfu organized by
INTERCOULTUR, where has won the Copper Metal and has got the third position.
The Choir and mandolin D.O.P.A.R. Thesis Butterflies and child choir D.O.P.A.R. Thesis Butterflies from their
establishment until today led by Conductor Flora Pelekanos.
